A single storyed late Victorian terrace built to
the street alignment and consisting of four units.
Nos. 20-24 are identical with palychrome formerly
tuckpointed brickwork having red body bricks
and a white and black string course. The
verandahs have no cast iron decoration
(removed), the roofs are corrugated iron and the
prominent chimney stacks have black body bricks
with white and red trim and a stuccoed cormice.
No. 26 is richly decorated with pedimented
parapet having the name “"Merthyr-Tydvil” in low
relief and below verandah level tuck polnted
black body bricks relieved by painted quoining.

Fair. Fences to Nos, ‘20-24 replaced, brickwork
painting and sandblastdng, "Decromastc” roofing.

In 1889, James Frederick, a builder, owned land
on the site of these bufldings, (1890 RB). In
1890 he buflt four brick houses, the northern
most one, 1In which he lived, being the mnost
decorated and having the name “"Merthyr-Tydvil"”,
the others belng let to an engine driver, taflor
and currier. Frederick retained ownership in
1901, (RB).

Nos. 20-26 St.Philips Street are of local
importance as an unusually conceived terraced
row, the northern-most dwelling being richly
decorated when compared with other houses in
the street
