HISTORY This former orchard is now being used mainly for grazing horses.

DESCRIPTION This former orchard is situated on the west side of Park Road, opposite Savaris Court in Donvale. 
It contains pine and Cypress windbreaks, a dam, and a number of orchard rows with stump 
regrowth.  One of the pine rows is in very poor condition. The site is adjacent to the Eastern 
Freeway extension and part of the orchard may actually be within the freeway reservation.
