This is a typical pair of simple single storey terrace houses. They survive from early 
times and are an essential element of the south Gore Street precinct. They are a 
typical example of a building type.

The pair of terrace houses at 68-70 Gore Street was erected in c1867-8 for Arenas 
Martin.
